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French Lessons
French begins in Reception. The children in Years 3 to 6 are 
grouped for lessons according to ability and experience.

Assessment/Exams
Within the school, assessment is continuous, allowing 
teachers to extend or revisit previously covered concepts.

Dallington children are prepared for external exams in 
a non-competitive, stress-free environment where they 
are expected to reflect on their own attainments and 
realistically understand the requirements of competitive 
exams, as well as their own high standards of self-
regulated work.

In Year 5, a visiting specialist gives the children  
weekly practice in study skills and exam technique,  
such as working within a time framework and under  
exam conditions.

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Parent-Teacher Contact
At Dallington, we have an open-door policy and 
encourage parents to approach teachers at  
any time. Informal conversations happen frequently 
with parents and carers. If a discussion with a parent 
requires more time, a meeting can be organised.

‘Formal’ parent meetings are generally held each 
term and are arranged by individual teachers at times 
convenient for both parents and teachers. Parents are 
encouraged to be involved in their child’s education.

Annual progress reports are written during the 
summer term and received by parents during the 
summer holiday. Parents of children in the Foundation 
Stage receive a report based on the Early Years 
Foundation Stage Profile.

The parents of children in Year 5 are encouraged to 
meet with the study skills specialist after the children 
have been given formal assessments in mathematics, 
English, verbal and non-verbal reasoning, to share the 
results and discuss prospective schools in an open 
and realistic way.

Location & Transport
Dallington School is in a former Victorian 
church institute with classrooms spread 
over five open-plan floors.

It is just to the north of the intersection of 
Goswell Road, Old Street and Clerkenwell 
Road. The location is well-served by bus 
routes, the tube and the overground.

The school falls just within the Congestion 
Zone, however there is an increasingly 
active car-share scheme in which many 
families are involved. Children travel from all 
over North and Central London with large 
numbers coming from N1, N4, N5, N7, N16, 
SE1, E8, EC1.

Cycling, scootering, walking and the use of 
public transport are actively encouraged. 
Cycling proficiency training is offered from 
Year 2. The school takes part in the Walk 
Once a-Week scheme. Towards the end of 
Year 6 children are given advice about using 
public transport by TfL and are encouraged 
to travel safely and independently.

Underground: The following stations are 
within easy walking distance: Barbican, 
Farringdon, Old Street, Angel and St. Paul’s. 
Buses: 4, 55, 56, 153, 243 stop nearby.

We do not have a uniform at Dallington but 
there are T-shirts, sweatshirts, polo shirts, 
fleeces, body-warmers, jackets and bags 
with logos, which you can buy.
