Year 1   

Both Year 1 classes have been 
investigating our world of colour and this 
week investigated the science of colour. 
They investigated, predicted, evaluated, 
re-evaluated and formulated 
explanations for what they  saw.  

We took advantage of a sunny day in 
London and created a rainbow with a 
tray of water, mirror and piece of white 
paper. The vibrations from our 
excitement created what the children 
described as a dancing rainbow.  

This is what some of the children 
observed, thought and felt… 

“When I saw the rainbow – the dancing 
rainbow – there were two of the same 
colour, they weren‟t in the right spots 
and there was a missing colour.” Mattia 

 “There was light reflecting on two 
sides.” (referring to light on the ceiling 
and on the paper).  Kaїa.  

“I thought it was great . There were two 
reds  (referring to the  appearance of 2 
rainbows) . The rainbow looked like a 
square.”  Amelie 

“The rainbow looked like it was dancing 
because the water was moving.”Emma 

“The missing colour was indigo and it 
looked like a dancing chicken.” Augie 

Another experiment Year 1 conducted 
was a Chromatography experiment. The 
children coloured a circle about 2cm 
from the bottom of coffee filter paper 
and placed it carefully on a plate of 
water . They observed what happened 
to the water and what happened to the 
marker colour.  You can try this at 
home.
