The children absolutely LOVE our whole
school topic “Reduce, Reuse, Recycle” and
their interest and enthusiasm is truly
inspiring. They are full of ideas on how to
reduce and recycle the waste they produce
and how to be more eco-friendly. For
example, using refillable bottles at lunch
time (or simply ask the lunch lady for a drink
of water) instead of bringing in small tetra
packs, or refilling yoghurt from big jars into
Tupperware. Some children even
suggested that you could press your juice at
home; not sure that would go down well in
the usual morning frenzy though!

Last week, we audited our lunch waste and
made graphs to see how much waste we
produced in just one lunchtime. This week
we had a waste free lunch and the success
was phenomenal: 4 children did not
produce any waste and overall, all our
numbers dropped significantly: Last week
we had 42 pieces of rubbish, this week we
had 11! The maths involved, comparing
numbers and graphs, estimating amounts,
adding and subtracting is a good example
of how essential objectives can be
integrated into a topic.

Fleur, who the children already knew from
our welcome ‘Reduce, Reuse,

Recycle’ session, had some lovely ideas for
activities when we went to see her at the |-
recycle Centre on Caledonian Road. She
set up a role play and the children became
different kinds of materials, which had to
find their way to the right bins. A dance at
the end completed a successful day out!

Our aim for the spring display on our wall is
not to use any new materials, but create a
mural out of recycled and reused materials.
The children had fantastic ideas and it is
really turning into a lovely piece of art!

We cannot wait for Saul Eisenberg and his
Junk Orchestra to come on Monday and
build musical instruments with us. We will
have a big jam at the end of the day for the
whole school!

Electricity Project

We have been learning about electricity
and, although a familiar subject, | think we
all have been pondering over the complex
realisation that it is actually a very hard
thing to grasp! For we have not just been
thinking about building the odd circuit, but
have set ourselves the challenge to learn:
how an electrical current is created, which
includes learning about the microscopic
atom. In one of our lessons we
experimented on different types of
electrolytes, discovering the chemicals
inside a battery that allow a reaction to
happen between the two metals. We had to
learn how an electric motor works as well
as some of us building them. Finding
different and renewable ways of powering
our homes as well as discovering sources
of energy such as fossil fuels and nuclear
power. Tackling the harsh reality of global
warming and trying to reduce it by using
renewable sources of power, which links
into our whole school project, ‘Reduce,
Reuse, Recycle’!!!!

Also we have been set individual
challenges, in which we work
independently, on a certain area of
electricity e.g. coal and nuclear power,
atoms and turbines. We have wrestled with
our doubts on how many atoms can fit
behind a human hair (half a million lined up
shoulder to shoulder) or how much Co2 is
given off by burning coal.

All this stuff, although complicated, is in fact
incredible and we hope when you come to
our opening evening we can prove just how
much we've learnt and inspire you, too!
